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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the self-assessment results of medical students
affecting the learning process according to the higher education qualification framework, and to
compare the self-assessment results of 889 medical students in the 4" to 6" year involving the
learning process according to the higher education qualification framework. The G*Power program
was used to determine the size of the sample. Accidental sampling was performed, and 280 samples
were obtained. Data were collected from the questionnaire about self-assessment of the medical
students, Faculty of Medicine Siriraj Hospital, Mahidol University, affecting the learning process ac-
cording to the higher education qualification framework. Percentage, mean, standard deviation (S.D.),
and t-test were applied to analyze the collected data. Research results illustrated that 57.92% of
the medical students in the 4" to 6" year were female. They assessed that they highly achieved the
learning according to the higher education qualification framework in ethics and morals. The average
and S.D. were 4.42 and 0.62, respectively. Furthermore, they assessed the knowledge aspect the
least. The average and S.D. were 3.48 and 0.85, respectively.

Male and female medical students assessed themselves to achieve the higher education
qualification framework differently in knowledge, cognitive skills, and domain of psychomotor
skill, with a statistically significant significance of 0.05. Moreover, the medical students whose GPAs
were 3.00-3.49 and 3.50 — 4.00 had different assessment results of learning according to the higher
education qualification framework in terms of numerical analysis, communication and information

technology skills, and domain of psychomotor skill with a statistical significance of 0.05.
